Additional wines may be submitted for judging for $25 each. There is no limit to the number of wines you may enter.

· Two bottles of each wine entered in the competition must be submitted for judging. Please also include spec sheets for each judged wine.

WINE VENDOR AGREEMENT RULES AND REGULATIONS
	Wine Vendors Receive

· One minimum six (6) foot exhibition table space. You may pour as many wines as you like. However, any wines entered in the judged competition must also be poured at the Grand Tasting on July 25, 2020.

· Entry in the judged competition. First three entries per winery covered by the $125 application fee. Additional wines may be entered at $25 each. Two bottles of each competition wine must be submitted by July 3, 2020. Shipping Address: Whatcom Beer and Wine Foundation 1145 Birch Falls Drive, Bellingham, WA 98229 Att: Dan Radil.
· NOTE: If you do not wish to enter any wines in the judged competition but would still like to participate in and pour wines at the Grand Tasting, the deadline for your application and $125 fee is July 15, 2020.
· Two (2) Vendor Admission Passes for your staff working the event. The Foundation will provide up to two qualified volunteers to pour wines if you or your staff are unable to attend.
· Front and backend regional marketing exposure on print and electronic advertising for the event (high resolution digital logos must be provided by the winery).
· Two (2) complimentary commemorative wine glasses.
· Any wines poured at the Festival can be included on an order form for post-event purchase by Festival attendees at Seifert & Jones Wine Merchants in Bellingham. Complete information is available on the event website under Winery Registration/2020 Wine Order Form.
Wine Vendor Responsibilities
· Required: Donate at least one bottle of wine for the Wine Cellar Silent Auction. Donated bottle of wine may be shipped to Dan Radil at the address above, or hand-delivered upon arrival at vendor check-in on July 25, 2020.
· Pouring staff must have valid MAST certification as required by RCW 26.23.

· Proof of liability insurance, listing “The City of Bellingham”, “Whatcom Beer and Wine Foundation”, and “Four Points by Sheraton” as additionally insured. Must be provided by all wineries no later than July 15, 2020.
· Follow all Washington State Liquor and Cannabis Board rules for wine service.
· Follow all Washington State Department of Health regulations as applicable.
· Follow all applicable tax and state/local business license requirements.

Bellingham Northwest Wine Festival Rules & Regulations
· Absolutely NO PETS are allowed at Festival venues.

· Each vendor space will be a minimum of six (6) feet in the hotel’s Grand Ballroom; we cannot guarantee requests for specific booth sites. A site map will be posted on the event website.
· No electricity is available for booth spaces during the event.
· All vendors and assistants must follow Festival & WSLCB Rules and Regulations.

· Vendors are only to use the space they have rented. Extending beyond the boundaries of your rented space could result in additional fees.
· Enhancing your assigned table space with flowers, brochures, etc, is recommended and encouraged!
· Vendors must preside over their exhibits. Event staff will not “table-sit” or assist with set-up for any reason due to liability. However, volunteers will be available throughout the event to offer your staff short breaks if needed.
· The festival date is Saturday, July 25, 2020, 6:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m.

· Set-up is on Saturday, July 25, 2020, from 9:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. Set-up information, Check in/Check out procedures, and site plan will be available on the event website prior to the event.
